EXAMINATION REGULATIONS

The exam is held after studying all topics of the discipline and is written by students during the examination session after the end of all practical classes. Examinations are held according to the schedule approved by the dean's office. The schedule is brought to the attention of teachers and students no later than a month before the beginning of the session.

The exam is conducted in written form followed by an oral discussion. Examination questions include control of theoretical and practical training.

Students who have completed all types of work prescribed by the curriculum in the discipline are admitted to the semester exam:

• attended classroom classes (students must attend 60% of lectures, all practical classes, or complete them);

• completed all missed classes on time;

• wrote a medical history and defended it;

• scored the minimum number of points for the current academic performance (at least 72, which corresponds to the national scale "3").

Students who did not receive the minimum score for the current performance can receive it on the exam, provided they pass the exam with a positive grade.

The grade for the exam is given on a 200-point scale based on a possible 80 points for the exam (Table 1), and the maximum number of points that a student can get for the exam is 80 points, the minimum number of points that the student must score for the exam is 48 points.

The grade for the discipline is defined as the sum of points for the current educational activity (at least 72), points for the student's individual independent work (not more than 12) and points for the exam (at least 48). The total score for the discipline cannot be more than 200. The grade on the ECTS scale can be converted to the national scale (Table 1).

In the event that the student's current performance in the discipline is below the minimum, but he received a positive grade in the exam, the grade in the discipline is defined as 72 points for the current activity and white for the exam.

In case of an unsatisfactory result, the student has the right to retake the semester exam twice - the first time to the examiner appointed by the head of the department, the second time to the commission created by the dean's office.

Retaking the exam is carried out according to a separate schedule, which is approved by the dean's office.

Students who did not appear for the exam without a good reason are considered to have received an unsatisfactory grade. A student's refusal to perform an examination task is certified as an unsatisfactory answer.

The student has the right to receive an explanation of the received grade. In case of disagreement with the assessment, the student has the right to submit a written appeal to the head of the department on the day the assessment is announced, specifying specific reasons for disagreement with the assessment. The head of the department, together with the examiner, considers the appeal within 3 days and verbally informs the student about the results of the review. If necessary, other experts may be involved in the review of the appeal.

EXAMINATION METHODOLOGY

The exam in the discipline "Pediatrics" for students of the 4th years is conducted in written form followed by an oral discussion. Exam tickets contain 4 theoretical questions on various topics and cover all sections of the academic discipline and 1 practical. All examination tickets are approved at a meeting of the Department of Pediatrics.

Students pass the exam to the examiner appointed by the head of the department. At the beginning of the exam, the student chooses one of the offered tickets. All treatment issues must be presented in the form of prescribed prescription forms. To prepare for the answer, the student has 30 minutes, during which he can make the necessary notes and write out the recipes.

Based on the results of the interview, the examiner evaluates the student's knowledge as follows: 

Each theoretical question receives a number of points from 9 (minimum score) to 15 (maximum score) points. Question from the practical part is evaluated from 12 points (minimum score) to 20 (maximum score). After calculating the sum, the score should be between 48 and 80 points.

If a student does not answer at least one question (less than 9 points for a theoretical question or less than 12 points for a practical question), he will receive an unsatisfactory grade for the exam.

In case of an unsatisfactory result, the student has the right to retake the exam twice. The first rearrangement is carried out using the same method.

The last revision takes place in the presence of a commission appointed by the dean's office. During this exam, the student must answer all the questions on the exam ticket and get a positive score for each of them. The maximum number of points a student can get during the last retake is 48 points.
